This Roof Beef Up Kit is required to meet certain building code requirements relating to snow load factors. It 
accomplishes this by providing additional roof beams and gable braces. The parts provided in the kit are related 
to the standard model building so you should refer to both the standard assembly instructions and this booklet 
when assembling your building. Various parts must be notched as shown in the following steps, prior to assembly 
on the building. Wear work gloves, eye protection and long sleeves when cutting and handling the metal parts. 

NOTE 

This kit may be installed in buildings that have already been constructed. It will be necessary to remove 
the roof panels to accomplish this.

Hint: These pieces are force-fitted, so you may have to 
press hard to join them together. 

1 Place the end of a roof beam inside another roof
beam. Telescope them to a I ength of 56 1 /8" for the 6x5
building or 67 7/8" for the 8x6 building, so that six holes 
in each piece align. Make three sets of roof beams by 
repeating this procedure. Do not fasten together at this 
time.

Fasten this right roof panel to the beams as 
shown the standard assembly instructions. 

2using a 3/32" diameter drill bit. drill a hole through the 
roof panel and into the additional roof beams. Fasten the 
roof panel to the roof beams in these new holes using a 
screw and washer. 

31nstall the remainder of the roof panels as outlined in 
the Steps of the standard assembly instructions for this 
�uilding with the following exception.
