SPOTLIGHT SWITCH
yy First Press = spotlight high-brightness
yySecond Press = spotlight low-brightness
yy Third Press = off

FLOODLIGHT SWITCH
yy First Press = floodlight high-brightness
yySecond Press = floodlight low-brightness
yy Third Press = off

DUAL-LIGHT MODE
yyPress each switch one time to turn on both lights in high-brightness mode.
yy To shut down Dual-Light mode, press each switch two more times until 

each light turns off.
